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HISTORY OF THE EMPIRE MATCH (AUSTRALIA MATCH FROM 1988)

The National Rifle Association of Great Britain received a cordial invitation in 1906 form
Colonel JIM Templeton CMG on behalf of the Commonwealth Council of the Rifle Association
of Australia, to send a team to Australia in the following year to compete for an “Imperial
Match”.

The invitation was immediately accepted and an Appeal for funds was made by the
Chairman of Council, with the approval of the President, His Royal Highness the Prince of
Wales. Donations for the Australia Match Fund 1907 amounted to £2145.11s.0d. This was a
considerable sum and it is interesting to see from the list of contributions how many gifts
were in guineas (£1.1s.0d for the uninitiated!).

On learning that the Council of the NRA had decided to arrange the visit to Australia by a
team of British riflemen, the Dominion of Canada Rifle Association gave a very pressing
invitation to the Council to arrange for the team to visit Canada, en route, and take part in
the Match for the Palma Trophy at Ottawa, and to this the Council agreed.

The Great Britain Rifle Team to Canada and Australia, 1907, was led by Maj PW Richardson
and sailed from Liverpool on the s.s. Empress of Britain on ot August, arriving at Ottawa just
4 days later. There were 17 men on the team. The British Team registered modest successes
in the 5 days of the DCRA meeting and before firing in the Palma Match on 7" September.

The Palma Trophy was won by the USA, scoring an average of 5 points per head more than
the Canadian Team which was second. Australia was third, some 2 points per head less, with
Great Britain coming 4™ a further 9 points per head behind. It is unusual, nowadays, to see
such a widespread of scores.

Immediately after the Palma Match the Great Britain Team left the ranges for Vancouver,
where they boarded the s.s. Aorangi to sail for Brisbane, arriving on 4™ October.

After shooting for 3 days in Queensland, the Team moved to New South Wales for the
squadded competitions at Sydney, to be followed by the first Imperial Match that was then
renamed ‘The Empire Match’ fired over 2 days on 28" and 29" October.

The competition was held at distances of 200, 500, 600 yards held on the first day and 800,
900 and 1000 yards on the second day. Each rifleman fired 2 sighting shots, with 10 shots to
count, at each distance. The winners were Australia with 2105 points with New Zealand 2"
with a score of 2056 and Great Britain 3™ on 2053 points.

A splendid silver trophy, manufactured in Perth, Western Australia, and mounted on black
marble, was presented for the competition. It weighs more than 2 hundredweight (224 Ibs)
and is now protected in a fine glass fronted case. It is inscribed “The Empire Rifle Match —
for competition by Great Britain and Units of the Empire”. The Empire Trophy was added to
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the list of major shooting awards and started a new era in international competitive fullbore
target rifle team shooting. The Trophy was for a long time held at Bisley an in 1988 it was
returned to Australia as it is both fragile and too heavy for winning teams to take home.

The British Rifle Team returned home after three and a half months away. Few tours were
to last long again.

The conditions of the Empire Match were varied in 1953, when the 800 yards distance was
dropped and then the 500 yard range was excluded from 1956. Teams initially comprised 8
shooters but the number was increased to 10 in 1976 thereby making the maximum score
2000 points. The Match is now fired on one day, 300 and 600 yards in the morning and 900
and 1000 yards in the afternoon.

With both long and short ranges included, unusually, in one competition, the Empire Match
has become a prestigious international event. It was organised by the NRA of Australia and
it was a considerable honour to be invited by them to participate and, with the number of
Commonwealth and other countries competing it has always been a thrilling event.

From 1988 the match was renamed the Australia Match and was so renamed to
commemorate the Australian Bicentenary in that year.

In 2005 the NRAA requested the newly formed Fullbore International Governing Body, the
International Confederation of Fullbore Rifle Associations, to take over the running of the
event but with the final decision on Rules to be retained by the NRAA. The first Match under
the auspices of ICFRA was held at Bisley in 2010.

The Australia Match to be held in Brisbane in October 2011 will be the 50th Match in the
Empire/Australia series and it is most fitting that it should be held in Australia.
